AGENDA ITEM #4
LEGISLATIVE OVERVIEW - STATE REPRESENTATIVE AUBUCHON

Acting Chair Denham introduced Representative Aubuchon.

Representative Aubuchon stated that he will give an overview of the following 1ssues: Commuter
Rail Special Session in December, Growth Management (SB360, Hometown
Democracy/Amendment 4), and Offshore Drilling.

Commussioner Judah applauded Representative Aubuchon for his efforts in both the
commuter/high speed rail efforts and also offshore drilling. He then explained Lee County’s
contract in creating bio-diesel by using grease and next week they are exploring an opportunity by
entering into a contract with a company that converts algae to ethanol.

Commussioner Coletta stated that we need to stop harvesting our natural resources, especially the
oil in the Gulf of Mexico, and try to save those resources for when we really are going to need
them in the future.

Commissioner Hall asked Representative Aubuchon what 1s perspective of when the high speed
rail link would reach Southwest Florida. Representative Aubuchon explained that part of the
legislation which passed in December created the Florida Rail Enterprise housed within FDOT
and charged them with the challenge over the next 13 months of updating Florida’s Passenger Rail
Study. Now the current study does not contemplate coming to Southwest Florida nor the
Panhandle, but that needs to be changed and he will be strongly advocating for the consideration
of both regions in that long-term vision.

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AGENDA ITEM #2
MINUTES OF DECEMBER 17, 2009

Commissioner Judah moved and Mr. Pass seconded to approve the minutes of December
17, 2009 as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

Gardens DRI - Request for Extension. The motion carried with Mr. Pass and Mr.
Mulhere abstaining on Agenda Item #3(e).

AGENDA ITEM #5@)
2010 Nominations Committee Report/Election of Officers - Commissioner Jim Coletta

Commissioner Coletta gave the Nominations Committee report which was held on Thursday,
January 21" by conference call and the following committee members participated: Commissioner
Ray Judah, Lee County BOCC and Commissioner Jon Thaxton, Sarasota County BOCC. He
stated that 1t was the unanimous recommendations of the commuttee that the following members
be presented to the membership of the SWFRPC for their consideration:

Commissioner Beck moved and Commissioner Hall seconded to accept the Nominations
Committee report and recommendations for the 2010 slate of officers. The motion carried
unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM #5(b)
Annual FY 08/09 Audit - Mr. Jeffrey Tuscan, Tuscan & Company

Mr. Tuscan reviewed the report as contained in the distributed handout and within the agenda
packet.

Ms. Holquist asked what contracts are under deferred revenue? Mr. Tuscan explained that some
of the grants are funded upfront, but that 1s being less and less the case state-wide and nationally.
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Secondly, the RPC has collected a lot of fees through DRIs, etc. in advance and now those projects
are working their way out and most of those projects are not renewable.

Ms. Donley explained that the CHNEP had funds that were not spent and two years ago the
USEPA told the CHNEP that the money had to be spent because on their end it was looking bad
that there was unspent grant funds out there and that they weren’t able to show Congress that the
money had been spent.

Commissioner Hall moved and Commissioner Beck seconded to approve the annual FY
08/09 Audit as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM #5(c)
Lower West Coast Watersheds Implementation Committee - Mr. David Crawford

Chair Denham gave an overview of what the committee had been working with FDEP’s three
mitiatives: Statewide Stormwater Rule, Numeric Nutrient Criteria, and Designated Uses. He then
reviewed the distributed letter to FDEP Secretary Michael Sole regarding “Comments Concerning
the Proposed Changes to the Designated Uses and Surface Water Classification System Rule,
62.302.400, F.A.C.”

Commissioner Judah moved and Councilman Kiester seconded to approve the amended
letter dated January 28, 2010 as presented.

Dr. Elkowitz stated that at the Council’s December meeting it was discussed about addressing
pharmaceuticals in the water along with the nutrients. Mr. Beever explained that the incorporation
of pharmaceuticals and other chemicals shows up 1n the stormwater rule, not the designated uses
rule. So the suggestions 1n relation to those 1ssues were incorporated in the committee’s comments
relating to the stormwater 1ssue. Dr. Elkowitz stated that he was also referring to cesspools and
human consumption that 1s going into the rivers and estuaries and doesn’t believe that it should be
addressed under stormwater. Mr. Beever explained that those 1ssues are not part of the
Designated Uses Rule that 1s being considered by FDEP which 1s what the letter addresses. Dr.
Elkowitz then said that then we need to suggest to FDEP that those 1ssues need to be mcluded
their ruling.

Chair Denham explained that the committee reviewed five different resolutions which covered
various categories and two of the categories covered wastewater treatment facilities and septic
systems and he believes that both of those will be coming before the Council. He believes that the
pharmaceuticals and other chemicals fit better into those categories as the committee moves
forward.

Dr. Elkowitz asked who 1s responsible for the cost of the cleanup. Mr. Beever replied that it 1s
addressed within the letter.

Mayor Sullivan stated that he would like to see two other classifications of chemicals added as
defined by EPA: PCPs and CECs. Chair Denham stated that he believes those fall under the
same category as pharmaceuticals and the committee will discuss those 1ssues during their meeting
on February 4".
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The motion carried unanimously.

Numeric Nutrient Criteria

Chair Denham gave a brief overview of the numeric nutrient criteria.

Commissioner Judah asked Mr. Beever for EPA’s deadlines for receiving public comments and
the dates and locations of their workshops. Mr. Beever stated that the workshops are:

» February 16" - Tallahassee
» February 17" - Orlando
» February 18" - West Palm Beach

Mr. Iglehart stated that you must register to attend.

AGENDA ITEM #6(a)
Energy & Offshore Drilling Discussion

Dr. Frank Alcock, New College of Florida, Division of Social Sciences

Dr. Alcock gave a verbal presentation on offshore drilling.

Chair Denham reiterated that both the amount of oil and job generation would be modest. Dr.
Alcock confirmed that at best both the amount of oil drilled from the gulf and jobs generated
would be modest at best.

Dr. Elkowitz referred to the foreign countries interested in drilling off Florida‘s coastline. Dr.
Alcock explained that it would be mainly Cuba and they intend to work with Russia and some
other countries in Federal waters. But depending on where they were drilling the risk would be
higher on the east coast of Florida and the Florida Keys.

Dr. Elkowitz asked about foreign countries tapping into Florida’s resources. Dr. Alcock explaied
that they would be within the Cuban EEZ and it 1s his understanding that there are geologically
areas closer to the Cuban shoreline that are more attractive, but he also noticed within the MMS
Assessments that the Florida Straight number in terms of hydrocarbon resources are really low.

Commissioner Judah stated that to U.S. Senator Nelson’s credit he has long stated his concerns
about offshore drilling compromising military training and exercising, and just recently the Air
Force just came out with a definitive concern statement about just that. He then asked what 1s the
actual area from the shoreline that 1s being discussed with regard to potentially compromising
military training and exercising. Dr. Alcock explained that there 1s a corridor that 1s approximately
75 miles long that extends southwest off of Elgin Air Force Base and there might be a couple of
other areas.
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Councilwoman Heitmann stated that in October or November the American Petroleum Institute
led a conversation n a different way about revenues and that the leases would bring in monies first.
She then asked Dr. Alcock if he had heard of those conversations within his committee. Dr.
Alcock explained that i1t can be structured so that you receive high bonuses from the industry and
then go light on the royalties and vice versa. He noted that in Alabama, they brought in millions
through the 1nitial leases on the bonuses and then put that into a trust fund and the trust fund has
built up to over $2 billion; but he is looking at the API’s numbers and appendices and he sees
lease bonuses.

Councilwoman Heitmann stated that her point was more political and if they are going to try and
push this through based on the leases and the dollar revenues come from that and we wouldn’t
actually have to go and move forward with drilling that we would make money with leases. Dr.
Alcock stated that it doesn’t make a lot of sense from their standpoint. It would make potential
sense 1f n fact they really weren’t interested in anything in Florida; and they simply want to use this
effort to lift the moratorium as a shoehorn to undermine the Federal moratorium.

Mr. Buck Martinez, Sr. Director of Development - FPL

Mr. Martinez gave a PowerPoint presentation on FPL’s renewable energy projects.

Commussioner Judah stated that FGCU went ahead with state funding and built a solar panel
generating facility and were able to contract with a third party to manage the system and they were
only going to receive for managing that system 2.3 cents per kilowatt hour. It 1s to his
understanding that FPL has an 1ssue with that where this company 1s charging less than the retail
rate of 11 cents per kilowatt hour. Now more recently the Lee County Port Authority was ready to
proceed with a third party agreement to build a 1 megawatt facility where Lee County would end
up charging far less than the 11 cents per kilowatt hour, but it seems like FPL 1s the “600 pound
gorilla” preventing these third party agreements. He asked for help from FPL to work through
these issues.

Mr. Martinez explained that even though FPL might be perceived as the “600 pound gorilla,” 1t 1s
state law and 1t may be something that the PSC and Legislature may have to address. FPL does
not have the ability to overrule state legislative 1ssues.

Ms. Holquist asked that when the Babcock Ranch project 1s complete can that electricity be sent to
others areas throughout the region or 1s just for the community of Babcock Ranch. Mr. Martinez
replied yes 1t will be built for transmission expansion for both north and south. He explaied that
the biggest concern that he has with transmission within the State of Florida is predominately SR70
because SR70 has a 69KV line and for these projects you need 230KV, so there 1s going to need to
be some vestment.

Ms. Holquist asked what the roadblocks to getting manufacturers into Florida are. Mr. Martinez
replied the Legislature.

Ms. Davies asked with the Martin County site where did the water come from and is there a water
quality 1ssue with the technology? Mr. Martinez explained that there 1s no incremental water being
used at the site, basically the same technology is being used as the steam turbine side and it all
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depends on whether it would come from the solar panel, solar thermal, or gas. So he doesn’t
believe that FPL has encountered any of those 1ssues.

Councilman Babcock stated that under the hydroelectric generation he didn’t see anything about
using tidal flow. Mr. Martinez explained that the research hasn’t proven the tidal option to be the
option for Florida. The option for Florida has been the Gulf Stream because of the natural flow of
the Gulf Stream from the Florida Keys all the way to Stuart and St. Lucie County. The research
has shown that there 1s a potential of up to 1,000 megawatts of power in the near future and up to
6,000 megawatts going forward. The difference between that and solar wind is that the ocean
currents wouldn’t be intermittent, so there would be a firm capacity. FAU will be placing a
prototype in ocean this year and FPL 1s awaiting to see how it holds up in the elements and
currents, because the last pilot was done 1n the James River and it basically destroyed the turbine.

Councilman McCormick asked Mr. Martinez to comment on the Renewable Energy Portfolio
debate. Mr. Martinez explained that Governor Christ wanted a Renewable Energy Portfolio
standard that called for 20 percent of all energy to be renewable by the Year 2020. It was
mtroduced by Senator King, who unfortunately passed away last year, and the Senate approved it
39-1 but the House refused to entertain it in Committee. What is being seen is the bill is being
reintroduced by Senator Detert and FPL has been made aware that the House does not like the
bill at all and will probably not agree to the bill. Senator Bennett has introduced legislation that
basically calls for large amounts of megawatts over a three year period and the rationale for that 1s it
gets us on the map and it gets the manufacturers excited about being here, and most importantly
their feel is that there is going to be a federal Renewable Energy Portfolio standard that is going to
trumpet it anyways. So from a political point of view he doesn’t feel that the legislature 1s going to
want to spend a lot of time and capital on this 1ssue knowing that the feds are going to come in with
something probably with a 12 timeframe.

Commissioner Duffy asked Mr. Martinez what can be done to get the legislature attention and
what kinds of incentives need to be offered. Mr. Martinez stated that he feels the 1ssue 1s the
budget cuts and everything else that 1s going on with the economy that the 1ssue 1s getting the
attention that it needs. The other concern is maybe a lot of the other projects are more in the
construction sector, but the life blood of America 1s always the construction sector.

Chair Denham stated that the Council is on record as a body opposing offshore drilling.

THE FOUNTAINS REQUEST FOR SUFFICIENCY RESPONSE EXTENSION

The applicant’s agent for the Fountains Development of Regional Impact Application for
Development Approval (ADA) has requested a 90-day extension to the deadline for responding
to the ADA’s sufficiency questions. The Florida Administrative Code’s DRI Rule 291-4.001(5)
allows the Executive Director of the Regional Planning Council to administratively grant an
initial 45-day time extension to any sufficiency response period. The Executive Director granted
a 45-day extension to the sufficiency response period on August 02, 2007. The 45-day extension
set the new deadline for sufficiency responses to September 23, 2007. Subsequent to the granting
of the 45-day extension, the applicant’s agent submitted an incomplete sufficiency response to
the Southwest Florida Regional Planning Council (SWFRPC) in September of 2007. SWFRPC
staff had been awaiting a complete submittal from the applicant until the applicant’s attorney
submitted a formal letter requesting an extension on August 04, 2009. The Council heard the
applicant’s request for an extension and unanimously granted an extension at the October 21,
2009 Council meeting. The new deadline for sufficiency responses was set to December 03,
2009. Subsequent to the granting of the extension, the applicant’s agent submitted a letter
requesting a sufficiency response period extension on November 10, 2009. The Council heard
the applicant’s request and unanimously granted an extension on November 19, 2009. The new
deadline for sufficiency responses was set to March 10, 2010. The applicant’s agent submitted a
letter requesting a 90-day extension to the sufficiency response period on January 29, 2010
(please see Attachment ). The new proposed deadline for sufficiency responses would be June
08, 2010. The Florida Administrative Code’s DRI Rule 291-4.001(5) states “Any further time
extension, beyond the discretionary 45 day time extension, must be formally requested by the
applicant and approved by the SWFRPC board at its regular monthly meeting, prior to expiration
of the discretionary 45 day extension.”

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LOCAL GOVERNMENT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENTS
CHARLOTTE COUNTY

The Council staff has reviewed the proposed amendments to the Charlotte County
Comprehensive Plan (DCA 10-1). These amendments were developed under the Local
Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act. A
synopsis of the requirements of the Act and Council responsibilities is provided as
Attachment I. Comments are provided in Attachment II. Site location maps are found in
Attachment II1.

Staff review of the proposed amendments was based on whether they were likely to be of
regional concern. This was determined through assessment of the following factors:

1.-Location--in or near a regional resource or regional activity center, such that it
impacts the regional resource or facility; on or within one mile of a county
boundary; generally applied to sites of five acres or more; size alone is not
necessarily a determinant of regional significance;

2. Magnitude--equal to or greater than the threshold for a Development of Regional
Impact of the same type (a DRI-related amendment is considered regionally
significant); and

3. Character--of a unique type or use, a use of regional significance, or a change in the
local comprehensive plan that could be applied throughout the local jurisdiction;
updates, editorial revisions, etc. are not regionally significant.

In the second situation, DCA can decide to review the proposed amendment without a
request. In that case, DCA must give notice within thirty days of transmittal.

Within five working days after deciding to conduct a review, DCA must forward copies
to various reviewing agencies, including the regional planning council. [s. 163.3184(4)]

Regional Planning Council Review

The regional planning council must submit its comments in writing within thirty days of
receipt of the proposed amendment from DCA. It must specify any objections and may
make recommendations for changes. The review of the proposed amendment by the
regional planning council must be limited to "effects on regional resources or facilities
identified in the strategic regional policy plan and extra-jurisdictional impacts which
would be inconsistent with the comprehensive plan of the affected local government."

[s. 163.3184(5)]

After receipt of comments from the regional planning council and other reviewing
agencies, DCA has thirty days to conduct its own review and determine compliance with
state law. Within that thirty-day period, DCA transmits its written comments to the local
government.

. Description of the Amendment:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LLC)

This request is to add lands and change the land use designations of the existing Harborview
Development of Regional Impact (DRI). The Harborview DRI is currently undergoing a
Substantial Deviation application reviewed by the Council staff at the current time. The
requested changes, if approved, will add lands and increase the existing development plans
contained in the DRI. Presently, the Harborview DRI is located on northeast and southeast
quadrants of I-75 and Harborview Road. The additional lands and development involved in
this requested change is located in the southwest quadrant of I-75 and Harborview Road.
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The entire DRI is located on the north shore of the confluence of the Peace River and
Charlotte Harbor.

Specifically, the applicant is requesting a change in the land use designation shown on the
Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map (FLUM) from Commercial Center, Medium
Density Residential, High Density Residential, Low Density Residential, and Preservation to
Mixed Use-DRI for the 139 acres

The subject parcel that is currently being added to the Harborview DRI is known as
Harborview West Village. The requested Mix Use DRI is encouraged by the County (Future
Land Use Policy 2.2.28) and is consistent with the existing land use designations on the
existing portion of the DRI located east of the Interstate.

Originally approved in 1992, the Harborview DRI was comprised of approximately 408 acres
and was located totally east of I-75 and both north and south of Harborview Road. In 2006,
the applicant received the approval of a DRI amendment (NOPC 06-02-08 / Resolution
2006-093) to incorporate a 106 acre landlocked addition to the DRI. Subsequently, in 2007
the applicant received approval for the existing Mixed Use-DRI land use designation found
on the lands east of the Interstate. The currently request will provide the Mixed Use-DRI
land use designation on Harborview West Village and bring the newly incorporated west side
of the DRI into conformance with the east side. If the DRI and land use designations are
approved, the entire DRI will contain a total of approximately 653 acres.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The applicant is requesting a land use designation change from Low Density Residential to
RV Park on a 20.53+/- acres site located south and east of the Riverwood Development of
Regional Impact, west of SR 776, north of the Myakka River in the El Jobean area.

The subject site currently consists of 133 platted lots, 132 of which are part of the El Jobean
plat created by Joel Bean in 1927. Of the 132 lots, 111 are considered substandard by
today’s County zoning requirements. For the most part, the applicant’s lots are aggregated
with seven paper streets within the site. In order to develop the site as proposed, these streets
will have to be vacated.

The County desires to redevelop this area and the proposed use will provide a means to
remove an old, inefficient plat that contains substandard lots within an infill area of the USA
that is already served by potable water and sanitary sewers. There are wetlands and a
saltwater marsh on the subject site that will be preserved and the proposed plan for the
property will have a low impact on the river’s edge. The site plan will include an on-site area
for the protection of the gopher tortoises that are currently on the site.
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PA-09-09-14-LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LL.C)

This petition is a private initiated request to change the land use on Hawks Landing, which is
a 101.35+/- acre tract of land located in the southwest portion of the County on the east side
Burnt Store Road. The applicant is requesting and land use designation change on the
Future Land Use Map (FLUM) from “Limited Development” to “Village Residential.” As
curtently proposed, the requested change is dependent upon the adoption of the new
Comprehensive Plan. According to the County staff report, if the new Comprehensive Plan
is approved, the Urban Services Boundary (USB) will have been extended to include the
subject site. Should the new Comprehensive Plan or the extension of the USB not be
approved, the proposed amendment will not be approvable.

As currently approved, the subject land use designation of Limited Development would
allow a density of one unit per acre (101 dwelling units) or 2 units per acre (202 dwelling
units) if the USB were extended to the property. Under the requested land use designation,
Village Residential, four land uses are allowed: residential, commercial, recreational, and
institutional. Based on the applicant’s estimates, the Village residential land used
designation would allow approximately 43,560 square feet of commercial and 456 residential
units.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

This request is a County initiated change in the current Charlotte County Plan to update the
document and provide for future growth. The request is a new Comprehensive Plan, entitled
Smart Charlotte 2050. According to the County’s submittal, the new plan has a number of
considerations that should be understood when review the submitted materials. These
considerations include the following items:

1. A new planning horizon to 2050;

2. The new County population projections utilized in the new plan was produced by the

Renaissance Planning Group in accordance with DCA requirements;
3. The amendment submittal does not constitute Charlotte County’s 2010 EAR. The
2010 EAR amendments will be forthcoming during the 2010 cycle;

4. Charlotte County is now adopting only the element GOPs and Appendices. The Data
and Analysis and related support or supplemental documents will not have the force
of law as is presently the case with the 1997-2010 Comprehensive Plan;

The Community Facilities Element has been eliminated;

6. The “Natural Resources and Coastal Management Element” in the current plan has
been split into two separate elements. The two new elements include the “Natural
Resources Element” and the “Coastal Planning Element.” The purpose of the split is
to give coastal planning a greater emphasis than it had received in the past; and

7. The Historic Preservation Element was eliminated and much of its content is
incorporated into the newly reconstitute “Parks, Recreation and Cultural Resources
Element.”

The proposed provision of the new Smart Charlotte 2050 plan is an effort from the County to
update and improve the existing Comprehensive Plan to reflect the new realities of growth
management in the Southwest Florida region. Council staff believes that these changes
represent the County’s desire to update its plan and to provide new ideas and concepts to the
problems both current and future that the County must face in order to provide an acceptable
quality of life to the citizens that choose to live in this area of Florida.

. Is the Amendment consistent with the Strategic Regional Policy Plan:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LLC)

Council staff finds that the requested changes to the Charlotte County Comprehensive Plan
FLUM land use designations for the additional lands being added to the DRI are regionally
significant. In addition, Council staff finds that the proposed amendments are consistent with
the Goals, Strategies and Actions of the Strategic Regional Policy Plan because the proposed
project is an existing DRI and the lands that are being added to the development must
undergo DRI review and will be required through the DRI Development Order to mitigate
the project’s impacts to the regionally significant natural systems and the infrastructure
serving the proposed development.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The proposed land use designation change will allow a project that is not regional in size and
will have a minimal impact on significant regional resources. Due to its small size and
minimal impacts, the project is found by Council staff not to be regionally significant and
because it is a redevelopment infill project with resource protection proposed within the site
development plan, it is found to be consistent with the Strategic Regional Policy Plan.

PA-09-09-14-L.S (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, L.L1.C)

Council staff finds that the proposed amendment to the land use designation change for the
subject parcel is not consistent with the Strategic Regional Policy Plan because the increase
of density proposed site will substantially negatively impact the Charlotte Harbor Flatwoods
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Preserve area and will potentially cause flowway and stormwater runoff problems in the
adjacent areas.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

Council staff has reviewed the proposed new Smart Charlotte 2050 plan and finds it to have
regional impacts and is found consistent with the Strategic Regional Policy Plan with the
conditions that certain portions of the plan are modified to address the concerns of the
Council staff. Council staff believes that the updating and modification of the existing
Comprehensive Plan by the County is appropriate and provides a direction that will help

6
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Strategy: Promote through the Council’s review roles community design and
development principles that protect the Region’s natural resources and
provide for an improved quality of life.

Action 8: Working with all levels of government within Southwest Florida
actively plan for lands that have been acquired for natural resource
purposes to be maintained and managed to preserve their
environmental integrity.

Action 9: Insure that opportunities for governmental partnerships and
public/private partnerships in preserving wildlife habitats are
maximized.

The effects of the Proposed Amendment on Regional Resources or Facilities Identified
in the Strategic Regional Policy Plan:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

The proposed development being added to the existing DRI will have significant additional
impacts to a variety of issues that are regional in nature, including impacts to the adjacent
Peace River and Charlotte Harbor natural ecosystems, water and sewer infrastructure, and
hurricane evacuation and shelter space, and the surrounding regional roadway network.
These impacts will be mitigated by utilizing the requested Mixed Use-DRI land use
designation and Development Order to cluster development away from sensitive areas,
provide on-site land preservation, provided site improvement actions, improve hurricane
facilities, and provide for infrastructure that will be required by the developer of the
proposed project.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The proposed development that would be allowed if the land use designation is approved is
located on the Myakka River a major regional resource. In addition, the site has habitat
supporting gopher tortoises. In addition, the site has wetlands and a saltwater marsh that are
regional resources due to their interconnection to the Myakka River. However, the has a
develop plan that provides for the site’s wildlife and wetlands and minimizes the shoreline
impacts of the Myakka River with low intensity development including a dock and
boardwalks for fishing.

PA-09-09-14-L.S (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LLC)

The subject property is located within the Burn Store Area Plan. Currently, the site is
located within the Limited Development land use designation and located outside of the
USB. The property is zoned for Agricultural Estates. The existing entitlements on the
property allow for low density residential or agricultural uses. The applicant has stated that
significant agricultural use of the land is unlikely because of noise, dust, odors, and
chemical spraying that agricultural activities require. In addition, the applicant has noted

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that the property is located directly along Burnt Store Road and across the street from the
existing Burnt Shore Lakes residential development and adjacent to property with an
approved Planned Unit Development that allows 270 residential units.

Council staff has noted that the site is located at the west end of the Charlotte Harbor
Flatwoods, which is an important regional resource. The flatwoods provides significant
benefits to the region including open space, habitat for rare and endangered species and
flowways for surface water movement in the area. .

Council staff is concerned that adding increased residential density on this site will be
problematic because the property has rare and endangered species existing on it; is subject
to periodic flooding; and will increased problems from future controlled burns in the
adjacent flatwoods. Because the site is currently allowed to have estate residential units,
Council staff believes that the existing Limited Development designation is appropriate. If
the new Comprehensive Plan makes the existing land used designation inconsistent,
Council staff would recommend that the County initiate a new designation that would
allow the same level of development as currently approved.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

Council staff believes that the following areas of concern produce effects of the proposed
amendment on regional resources or facilities identified in the Strategic Regional Policy
Plan:

e Economic Development (SRPP Livable Communities - Goal 3)
Council staff is concerned the proposed plan does not enhance existing commercial,
service and industrial centers. There does not appear to be policies related maintaining
existing commercial areas through adequate reinvestment that could accomplish this
goal in the plan.

e Coastal Protection / Public Access to Water Resources (SRPP Livable Communities —
Goal 4)
Council staff is concerned that adequate policies are not provided in the plan to protect
existing coastal resources from development and that specific policies are not provided
that will address public access to the water in the County. These actions should be
done so that coordination of the use of the shoreline resources are protected from
general development actions, but access is balanced so that future generations can have
access to the various water bodies in the County.

Extra-Jurisdictional Impacts that would be Inconsistent with the Comprehensive Plan
of the Affected Local Government:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

Because the proposed changes to the Comprehensive Plan land use designations for the
subject site is related to being added to an existing DRI, the extra-jurisdictional impacts
that result from the proposed development will be mitigated through provisions required by
the DRI and the resultant Development Order. Therefore, Council staff finds that there are
no extra-jurisdictional impacts that would be inconsistent with the Comprehensive Plan of
the affected local government.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The project is relatively small and does not have significant land uses that would have
extra-jurisdictional impacts or be inconsistent with the affected local government. Council
staff finds that this project is within the County’s USA and provides a land use design that
will protect surrounding homeowners and minimize impacts to the Myakka River.

PA-09-09-14-1LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LLC)

The subject site is located in the southern most portion of Charlotte County. Because of its
location, increased residential densities could have impacts in Lee County. If approved, the
new land use designation for the subject site would allow increased residential units to be
built on the site and thereby increase the impacts on habitats for rare and endangered
species (Gopher Tortoises). The increased densities would require additional fill that
would change the existing stormwater flowways and thereby subject adjacent properties to
changes in stormwater flows. The site currently experiences flood events and could
increased flood events in that area of the region in the future. In addition, the increase
densities could provide a situation that may increase conflicts between future homeowners
and preserve managers with respect to controlled burns that are necessary for a healthy
adjacent flatwoods ecosystem. Council staff finds that these impacts would be inconsistent
with the affected local government’s Comprehensive Plan.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

The following are areas of concern with respect to the consistency with the extra-
jurisdictional impacts with the affected local government:

o Transfer of Development Units (SRPP Livable Communities - Goal 3)
Council staff is concerned that the County’s Transfer of Development Units (TDU)
program as provided in the new Plan can be used to transfer development into the
Coastal High Hazard Areas or in areas where additional densities are not needed.
Council staff also believes that the program needs to be controlled to a greater degree
with density caps or other mechanisms to ensure that the program is effective. There
are examples of other Transfer of Density Rights (TDR) programs in the region where
the highest density allowances which provides for development at densities that
eliminates the need for a transfer program. It appears to Council staff that the proposed

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TDU program needs to identify areas that need additional densities for the public good
(around transportation and commercial urban nodes for example) and not in areas that
are subject to hurricane, flooding or existed platted areas such as the Cape Haze
Peninsula where lower density development is more appropriate. As proposed, Council
staff believes that the TDU program needs additional study and clarification to insure
success of the program in the future.

e Future Land Use / 2050 Framework Map

Council staff is concerned with the current status of the 2050 Framework Map #2 found
in the Future Land Use Map Series portion of the County’s submittal. Council staff
requests that the County verify the use of this map as for data and analysis when
developing and preparing the County’s Future Land Use Map (FLUM). Council staff
believes that the FLUM found in the Future Land Use Element of the County’s
Comprehensive Plan is the map with legal status in the Plan and the 2050 Framework
Map is part of the map series providing a basis for developing the Plan’s FLUM.

Analysis of the effects on the proposed amendments on the following issues to the extent
they are addressed in the Strategic Regional Policy Plan on:

12.

Compatibility among local plans including, but not limited to, land use and
compatibility with military bases:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LLC)

The proposed changes to the land use designation of the addition to the Harborview DRI
are compatible with the local land use plans. The proposed changes will bring the land use
designation to the lands added to the Harborview DRI into compatibility with the existing
land use designations currently on the previously approved areas of the DRI. In addition,
the proposed land use designation change will site design to provide for development to
move as much as possible away from the Peace River shoreline and out of the protected
preservation areas through the clustering of units. This action will provide for an improved
site design for the project and provide for additional protections for the regional resources.
The subject lands that are affected by the requested land use changes do not impact any
military bases.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, L1.C)

Council staff finds that the proposed land use designation change as proposed in the
applicant’s request as not regionally significant and consistent with the Strategy Regional
Policy Plan. The proposed land use designation change does not affect any military base.

PA-09-09-14-LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LL.C)

While the subject site that will be impacted by the proposed changes to the Comprehensive
Plan has residential development to the west and north, the land uses to the east and south

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is the Charlotte Harbor Flatwoods Preserve. Council staff finds that increasing densities on
this site would negative impact the flatwoods that are a significant regional resource and
would not be further the goals, strategies and actions of the Strategic Regional Policy Plan.
There are no military bases in this area of the region. The subject lands that are affected by
the requested land use changes do not impact any military bases.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

Conservation Subdivisions (SRPP Livable Communities — Goal 2)

Council staff is supports the provision of Conservation Subdivision in the new Plan,
however, they must be carefully located and have sufficient regulatory provisions to
assure a village form that meet the requirements that eliminates urban sprawl. Rural
villages similar to the policies related to Conservation Subdivisions in the new Plan are

located in several coastal counties in the region already and a continuation of that

concept along the urban edge of the region has already been accepted by DCA. A
continuation of this type of development along the US 17 corridor as shown on the
2050 Framework Map #2 is an appropriate location, along with the expansion of the
USB to accommodate it given the location of the employment center just north of the
propose site in DeSoto County.

Council staff is aware of the County’s efforts to provide additional planning and
upgrading of the Comprehensive Plan along the US 17 corridor. Council staff supports
this plan and the conclusions and recommendation as they relate to improvement of
land uses along the improved roadway, Conservation Subdivisions, and protection of
the Peace River.

Council staff believes that this area is appropriate as shown, but other areas where these
types of subdivisions may be proposed (SR 31 and CR 74) should be more closely
analyzed and policies should be included in the new Plan to address where else in the
County where this type of development could take place.

Urban Services Boundaries (SRPP Livable Communities — Goal 2)

Council is concerned that the new Plan does not adequately justify the provisions for
the future extensions of the Urban Service Boundaries (USB). Council staff believes
that similar to the Conservation Subdivision locations the USB locations should have
policies where and under what circumstance that USBs can be expanded and when that
should occur in coordination with future Conservation Subdivisions.

Impacts to significant regional resources and facilities identified in the Strategic
Regional Policy Plan, including, but not limited to, impacts on groundwater recharge
and the availability of water supply:

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PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

The proposed addition to the Harborview has a letter of commitment and verifying capacity
is in the requested land use designation amendment application. The Charlotte Harbor
Water Association will serve the future development planned for the subject site. While
the development will impact the groundwater recharge characteristics on the site, the
developer through the DRI Development Order is required to provide mitigation through
site design and open space preservation to mitigate the impacts.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, L1.C)

The proposed development will impact the Myakka River but is not large enough to be
regional in nature. The number of lots in the proposed plan is substantially fewer than the
number already approve for the subject property and thereby potentially lessens the impacts
to the river. The property will have open spaces and setbacks that will facilitate
groundwater recharge and due to the fewer number of sites proposed of the site, the water
resources will be less impacted. Council staff believes that the RV project proposed will
have fewer impacts on the river due to the lower intensity of the use of the shore line than
could have happened under the current platted lots.

PA-09-09-14-1L.S (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LLC)

By increasing the residential densities on the subject site by changing the future land use
designation change, increased amounts of fill and impervious surfaces would result. These
changes will negatively impact groundwater recharge and the availability of water supplies
in the region. Council staff believes that the existing residential estate level of
development is more appropriate and reasonable if the agricultural activities cannot
continue on the property.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

e Wetland Protection (SRPP Livable Communities — Goal 2)

Council staff has concerns that wetlands are not protected sufficiently under the
proposed set of policies in the new plan. Regional significant wetland systems located
along the County’s rivers and bays that are impacted by platted lands should be a high
priority for the TDU program in the County. As proposed, the provision related to
additional densities and removal of TDU requirements for economic development
purposes should be minimized in the plan except for public good projects. Policies
should be provided in the plan to assure that development in more appropriate areas of
the County can only be done if units are removed from the Coastal High Hazard Areas
and resource protection areas along the shorelines. The policies in the new Plan appear
to weaken the existing requirements to provide for the TDU program in the County.
Additional clarity related to this issue should be provided in the plan. Economic
development is important to the future success of the County’s citizens, but it should
not be achieved at the expense of significantly important regional resources.

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e Water Supply Buffers (SRPP Livable Communities - Goal 3)
Council staff is concerned about the new Plan’s ability to protect water supplies in the
County. Policies that provide buffers from the County’s water appear to be in adequate
to protect sources from upland pollution and development activities. Council staff
believes that buffers around the regionally significant water bodies should be provided
to maximize protection of regional resources.

Affordable housing issues and designation of adequate sites for affordable housing:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LLC)

Given the state of the housing market in southwest Florida, the need for affordable housing
in this area is not an issue. There are significant platted lands near the proposed
development area that can be used to provide affordable housing units should they be
required in the future in order to assure housing opportunities for the future workers in the
commercial portions of the Harborview DRI.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, L1.C)

Given the state of the housing market in southwest Florida, the need for affordable housing
in this area is not an issue. The proposed site is located in a platted area of the County.
Affordable housing will not be impacted by the proposed change of land use designations.

PA-09-09-14-L.S (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LL.C)

The subject site is not appropriate for affordable housing due to its location away from
employment centers and the lack of mass transit in the area. Council staff cannot
recommend this area for an increase in the affordable housing stock. In addition, given the
state of the housing market in southwest Florida, the need for affordable housing in this
area is not an issue.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

e Housing (SRPP Livable Communities - Goal 2)
Council staff is concerned that the policies put forth in the proposed plan does not
adequately address infill development and redevelopment near employment centers and
does not appear to provide strong policies that would use the existing TDU program to
relocate units out of the Coastal High Hazard Areas into areas of the County that would
more adequately address the issue of place future homes near the commercial areas of
the County and thereby reducing energy consumption and roadway usage.

Protection of natural resources of regionally significance identified in the Strategic
Regional Policy Plan including, but limited to, protection of spring and groundwater
resources, and recharge potential:

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~ PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

Because the requested land use designation changes are contained within the Harborview
DRI, the regionally significant natural resources that may have been impacted by the
resultant development will be saved or mitigated for through the DRI Development Order
conditions. While ground water and recharge potential will be affected by the proposed
development, actions will be required to minimize the impacts. There are no natural
springs located on the subject property.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The proposed project that will be allowed by the land use designation change will protect
the ‘natural resources on and adjacent to the site than the platted lots that are currently
approved for the subject property. The shore line of the Myakka River included in this site
will be exposed to limited development of boardwalks for fishing and a dock. Lands will
be set aside for the sites gopher tortoises and the animals will be protected under the
proposed plan of development. In addition, the open space on the site plan and the
temporary nature of the use of the land will provide protection of the groundwater
resources. There are no springs located on the property. Council staff finds that the natural
resource protection identified by the County is consistent with the Strategic Regional
Policy Plan.

PA-09-09-14-LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LL.C)

The subject site is adjacent to the Charlotte Harbor Flatwoods Preserve and the approval of
the requested land use designated change would not help in the protection of this regionally
significant natural resource. The increased of fill and impervious surfaces on the site will
not assist in the provision of groundwater resources or increase recharge potential. There
are no springs on the site and the proposed change of land use designation will have no
impact with respect to springs.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

e Natural Resource Protection (SRPP Livable Communities — Goal 4)

Council staff is concerned that the policies related to resource protection affecting
regional resources like the Peace River, Myakka River, tributaries to the rivers, and
Charlotte Harbor are insufficient to provide adequate protection from development
along the shorelines. Council staff would suggest that the County provide additional
policies to provide for restrictions on future development in those areas. Council staff
believes that shoreline protection from all development will be important as it relates to
sea level rise and resource protection.

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Compatibility with regional transportation corridors and facilities including, but not
limited to, roadways, seaports, airports, public transportation systems, high speed rail
facilities, and intermodal facilities: ‘

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

The requested amendment to the FLUM that changes the land use designation Mixed Use-
DRI will t increase roadway impacts, however, these impacts will be mitigated through the
DRI. The proposed Mixed Use-DRI designation will provide an opportunity for more
compatible land uses, densities, and intensities when compared to that of the existing
commercial and relatively high density residential designations currently in place on the
subject site. The DRI review process will identify additional transportation impacts cause
by the future development on the subject site

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

The applicant submitted a Traffic Impact Statement (TIS) with the requested land use
designation change. The TIS has stated that the proposed development will not
substantially impact the roadways serving the site. Based on the information in the TIS,
Council staff finds that the proposed development will not negatively impact the regional
roadway system. The proposed development will not have regional impacts on the
seaports, airports, public transportation systems, high speed rail facilities, or intermodal
facilities.

PA-09-09-14-L.S (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, L1.C)

The applicant’s Transportation Impact Statement (TIS) has stated that the project will
access Burnt Store Road. Burnt Store Road is currently operating at a Level-of-Service C
and according to the TIS will continue to operate at a Level-of-Service C after the
development. There are no current plans to provide improvements to Burnt Store Road.
The applicant has agreed to pay the appropriate proportionate shares and make site related
improvements should the increased densities be approved. The site will not impact
seaports, airports, public transportation systems, high speed rail facilities or intermodal
facilities in the region.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

e Transportation (SRPP Regional Transportation — Goal 1)
Council staff agrees and supports the findings of the Conservancy of Southwest Florida
relative to the comments in the lack of emphasis on multi-modal transportation
opportunities presented in the new Plan. Council staff would recommend improving
this portion of the plan to provide for public transportation systems, future high speed
rail facilities and potential intermodal facilities in the region.

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17. Adequacy and compatibility with emergency preparedness plans and local mitigation

strategies including, but not limited to, the impacts on and availability of hurricane
shelters, maintenance of county hurricane clearance times, and hazard mitigation:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LLC)

The applicant proposes to a Future Land Use Map Notation that will limit the future
number of residential units in the Coastal High Hazard Area (CHHA). The proposed
limitation is based on the existing DRI entitlements within the current future land use
designation. The applicant’s proposed methodology for limiting densities in the CHHA
was previously found acceptable by the Department of Community Affairs (DCA). The
applicant proposed that the notation states: Residential development within lands
designated “Mixed Use-DRI” and located in the Coastal High Hazard Area (+122-acres)
for the +139-acre Harborview West Village area, shall be limited to a maximum of 732
residential dwelling units. Non residential development within the CHHA for this same
tract shall be governed by the approved DRI Development Order, Resolution 93-66, as
amended.  According to the applicant, through the FLUM Notation and the DRI
Development Order residential development in the CHHA will not be intensified.

Council staff finds that the proposed development allowed by the requested Mixed Use-
DRI land use designation will increase the need for emergency preparedness plans and
local mitigation strategies. The DRI Development Order will require the impacts on
hurricane shelters, maintenance of hurricane clearance times and hazard mitigation in order
to be approved. These mitigation requirements will be in addition to the requirements of
the existing DRI requirements and will address the regional issues associated with the
proposed land use changes and resultant development.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, LLC)

Because the proposed development allowed by the proposed land use designation change
relates to RVs, the use of the property will be mobile and be able to leave should a storm
event occur. The proposed development due to its small size will have minimal impacts on
the region’s emergency preparedness plans or local mitigation strategies, including the
impacts on and availability of hurricane shelters, maintenance of county hurricane
clearance times, and hazard mitigation.

PA-09-09-14-LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LLC)

The proposed changes to the Comprehensive Plan will allow additional density on the
subject site, which will impact emergency preparedness plans and local mitigation
strategies. The applicant has reported that the site is not in the Coast High Hazard Area.
While this may be true, the additional units that may be allowed on this site would clearly
have to evacuate under an impending threat and hurricane shelters and clearance times
would be impacted, but not significantly.

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PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

Council staff believes that the proposed new Plan provide sufficient Goals, Objectives and
Policies that addresses emergency preparedness plans and local mitigation strategies
including, availability of hurricane shelters, maintenance of county hurricane clearance
times, and hazard mitigation.

Analysis of the effects of extra-jurisdiction impacts which may be created by the
amendment:

PA-09-08-10-LS (Peace River Associates, LL.C)

The requested land use designation amendment provides for a unification of land uses
within the entire Harborview DRI. This designation is promoted by the County’s
Comprehensive Plan as the desirable land use designation in these types of projects. DRI
developments are regional by definition and have regional resource impacts and thereby
extra-jurisdictional impacts. Because the proposed changes are required to go through the
DRI review process, the resultant extra-jurisdictional impacts are mitigated and the
developer is required to provide for the mitigation of these impacts. Council staff finds that
due to the requirements of the DRI the extra-jurisdictional impact created by the
amendment will be mitigated.

PA-09-09-13-LS (G2 ProVentures, L1.C)

Because this project is of such a small size, the proposed development that is allowed by
the requested land use designation change will not have extra-jurisdictional impacts.

PA-09-09-14-LS (Hawks Landing of Punta Gorda, LL.C)

Because of its location, the subject properties may have impacts on Lee County and will
impact the Charlotte Harbor Flatwoods Preserve if an increase in the number of residential
units is approved for this site. Council staff believes that the existing approvals provide an
appropriate level of development for the site and believes that increasing the densities on
the site will have negative impacts to important regional resources and are thereby
inconsistent with the Goals, Strategies and Actions identified in the Strategic Regional
Policy Plan as previously shown.

PA-09-09-15-LS (Charlotte County)

e Energy Conservation
Council staff is concerned that the plan does not adequately address energy
conservation in the future. While not specifically addressed in the Strategic Regional
Policy Plan, State law is emphasizing this area of the regional infrastructure. Council
 staff would recommend that the County consider adding policies that would address to
a greater degree the energy conservation for the future development of the County.

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MEMBER APPOINTMENTS AND CERTIFICATION FOR THE GLADES AND
HENDRY COUNTY JOINT LOCAL COORDINATING BOARD FOR THE
TRANSPORTATION DISADVANTAGED

Pursuant to Chapter 427, Florida Statutes, Rule 41-2, Florida Administrative Code, and
at the request of the respective counties, the Southwest Florida Regional Planning
Council is the Designated Official Planning Agency for the Transportation
Disadvantaged (TD) Program in Glades County and in Hendry County, which is now a
joint service area. As the Planning Agency, the Council is responsible for the
appointment of members to serve on the Local Coordinating Board.

The individuals listed below have been recommended to serve on the Local
Coordinating Board. The Certification form provided in Attachment A lists the full
membership of the Joint Local Coordinating Board and highlights the new nominees’
name or other changes in bold. The Planning Agency must certify the Local
Coordinating Board membership each fiscal year and any time the Local Coordinating
Board membership changes.

Nominations and applications

Council staff is pursuing nominees to fill existing vacancies on the Local Coordinating
Board. Staff may provide additional nominations at the Board meeting. Staff has
received assurances from the respective County Commissioners representing the Local
Coordinating Board that the appointment process is satisfactory.

About the Local Coordinating Board

The Glades-Hendry Joint Local Coordinating Board typically meets quarterly to guide
the functioning of the CTC, Good Wheels, Inc. The next LCB meeting dates are
scheduled for 10:30 a.m. on March 12, 2010 at the Glades County BOCC offices in
Moore Haven and on April 19, 2010 at the Hendry County Administrative Offices in
Labelle.

The Local Coordinating Board is established to oversee the appointed Community
Transportation Coordinator (CTC), in its role of coordinating the provision of
transportation service. Some of the basic duties of the Board include:

1) Develop, review and approve the annual Transportation Disadvantaged Service
Plan (TDSP), including the Memorandum of Agreement, prior to its submittal to
the Commission for the Transportation Disadvantaged (CTD);

2) In cooperation with the CTC, the Board shall review and provide
recommendations to the Commission for the Transportation Disadvantaged on
funding applications affecting the transportation disadvantaged;

3) Review the coordination strategies of service provision to the transportation
disadvantaged in the designated service area;

4) Conduct the required annual evaluation of the CTC.

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LOWER WEST COAST WATERSHED SUBCOMMITTEE

The Lower West Coast Watershed Subcommittee, which acts as a technical advisory committee
to the Southwest Florida Regiona Planning Council concerning water quality issues in the
region, met on February 4, 2010 to continue discussions pertaining to the Florida Department of
Environmenta Protection (FDEP) proposals for changing the Designated Uses and the Surface
Water Classification System for the Statewide Stormwater Quality Rule. Based on the input at
the Committee meeting and comments from Committee participants, as well as staff reviews, a
letter was drafted for the SWFPC to review and approve. Council reviewed and approved the
letter that was presented at their January 2010 meeting and it was sent to the DEP. The
Committee currently awaits a response from the DEP.

In addition, the Committee members discussed the problem of Emerging Substances of Concern
and what potentia actions the Council can undertake to deal with the wide variety of potentia
contaminants, commonly referred to as ESOC. These substances include globa organic
contaminants, such as flame retardants, (PBDES), pharmaceuticals and personal care products
(PPCPs), endocrine-modulating chemicals (EMCs), nanoparticles, and biological metabolites. It
is amost inevitable that small amounts of these compounds, which are manufactured to protect
human health, improve consumer goods, or optimize agricultural production, are unintentionally
released into the environment. Relatively recent improvements in laboratory analytical methods
have enabled the identification of these substances, which likely have been present in the waters
for decades.

In order to address this issue, the FDEP formed a workgroup to evaluate strategies to effectively
address this significant environmental problem. ESOC are particularly challenging because of
their sheer numbers (there are approximately 14 million commercially available compounds in
the United States) and because the mgority of them (98%) are unregulated substances with a
high degree of uncertainty associated with their environmental fate, transport, and toxicol ogical
effects. Because the environmental risk cannot be meaningfully assessed for the vast majority of
ESOC, traditional management practices, such as regulating specific analytes, must be modified
to include other approaches, including prevention and effects-based environmental assessment
methods.

After extensive discussions, the ESOC workgroup identified several potential strategies for
addressing ESOC, including:

e Pollution prevention via stakeholder education;

e Assessment of ESOC data and quality to better understand the magnitude of ESOC
concentrations in the environment given the incorrect reporting of ESOC levels by
some key researchers;
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e Reguests to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for specific ESOC monitoring
projects; and

e Improved coordination with Federal agencies.

The ESOC workgroup believed that it was more efficient and effective for the EPA to proceed
with acomprehensive, holistic national effort for addressing ESOC, rather than having individual
States pursue a more limited, piecemeal approach. The workgroup strongly agreed that it is
imperative that a more effective “pre-release strategy” for ESOC aso be implemented nationally
by the Federal agencies charged with regulating chemicals.

As a result of the concerns expressed by the regulatory agencies, the Federal government is
proposing legislation to address these issues. The legidation is known as the Endocrine
Disruption Prevention Act of 2009 (HR 4190). The legislation would authorize a new research
program at the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences to identify endocrine
disrupting compounds (EDCs) and establish an independent scientific panel to guide research
and prioritize chemicals for testing. The panel determination of even minimal concern about a
compound would compel Federa regulatory agencies to propose control steps within six (6)
months.

Thelegidation, if passed, will improve existing governmental efforts so that data can be obtained
in atimely, accurate, and practical manner that is needed to protect public health. The LWCWC
believes that this legidation is an important step to addressing the problems associated with
ESOC and has agreed to recommend that the Council approve a resolution supporting this
legidlative effort.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Review and approve the attached Resolution that expresses
concerns over ESOC and supports the proposed national
legislation that is intended to address this significant
problem.

RESOLUTION OF THE SOUTHWEST FLORIDA REGIONAL PLANNING
COUNCIL IN SUPPORT OF THE FEDERAL LAW CONCERNING EMERGING
SUBSTANCES OF CONCERN

WHEREAS, the Southwest Florida Regional Planning Council (Council) supports the
objectives of the Endocrine Disruption Prevention Act of 2009 (HR 4190) addressing the
problem of Emerging Substances of Concern; and

WHEREAS, As of August 2007, more than 32 million substances were registered with the
American Chemical Society’s Chemical Abstract Service, with over 15 million of them being
commercially available; and

WHEREAS, regulatory controls only exist for approximately 250,000 (1.6%) of these
substances; and

WHEREAS, 98% of the commercially available compounds are not inventoried and are
essentially unregulated substance, some having a high degree of uncertainty associated with
their environmental fate, transport, and toxicological effects of these substances due to a lack
of analytical methods that allow the confident determination of their presence, a lack of
toxicological studies that give direct information on how dangerous a substance is to various
plant and animal groups, and the fact that environmental risk cannot be meaningfully assessed
without such information, and, as a result, an effective agency action cannot be developed; and

WHEREAS, in less than two (2) years (August 2005 to August 2007), more than five (5)
million new chemicals were added to the registry, and five (5) million additional chemicals
became commercially available; and

WHEREAS, at the current rate of chemical development, the fraction of unregulated to
regulated chemicals will continue to increase exponentially. Once available in the market place,
many of these substances are eventually released into the environment, where they pose an
unknown level of risk to humans, animals, and plants;

WHEREAS, the Federal government is proposing legislation to address these issues. The
legislation is known as the Endocrine Disruption Prevention Act of 2009 (HR 4190). The
legislation would authorize a new research program at the National Institute of Environmental
Health Sciences to identify Endocrine Disrupting Compounds (EDCs) and establish an
independent scientific panel to guide research and prioritize chemicals for testing. The panel
determination of even minimal concern about a compound would compel Federal regulatory
agencies to propose control steps within six (6) months; and
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WHEREAS, the legislation, if passed, will improve existing governmental efforts so that
data can be obtained in a timely, accurate, and practical manner that is needed to protect
public health.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL:

While Council recognizes the significant challenges for environmental protection
agencies to monitor and provide chemical-specific regulation for more than fourteen
(14) million substances because it is impractical due to the sheer number of compounds
and potential cost of the monitoring and regulatory actions, Council expresses support
for the Endocrine Disruption Prevention Act of 2009 (HR 4190) to expand environmental
research, monitoring and regulation of Endocrine Disrupting Compounds (EDCs).

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SFWMD Lower West Coast Water Supply Plan Update

The South Florida Water Management District staff has initiated the update to the Lower
West Coast Water Supply Plan, previously updated in 2006. State statute requires that
the water supply plans be updated every 5 years. The 2006 Lower West Coast Water
Supply Plan Update will be used as the starting point. The water supply plan will
include strategies to meet the projected water needs of the region while sustaining the
water resources and related natural systems. The process will involve significant
stakeholder participation, including local governments. This presentation will summarize
this process which is anticipated to be completed in 2011.
